The Recommended Way to Present a New Noun Flashcard

A. The teacher reads the new word aloud. The students then repeat the word aloud.
Repetition is key to fluency, so we recommend that this practice be done several times. Example:
Teacher: "7nip" Students: "mnip"

B. The teacher must ensure that the students understand the meaning of the new noun. The teacher
can ask for a volunteer from the class who will translate the word; it is better for a student to
translate rather than the teacher. After the students have been introduced to the noun and have
reviewed it through the activities and games, it is important that the teacher minimize the use of
English and maximize the use of Hebrew. By doing so, fluency is achieved. To solidify comprehension
of the new nouns without the use of English, the teacher can use body language, flashcards, and
simple Hebrew sentences using words the students are familiar with.

C. The teacher will ask the class if the noun is female or male.
This is a great reinforcement after the concepts 927 4 73p1 2 29371 32 nizn it have been taught.

D. The teacher will say two to three sentences using the new Hebrew noun.
The sentences should be simple with words that the students are familiar with.
The sentences should describe the type of noun the new word is (ni29/2%37/7223/33).
At this point the students will repeat the sentences after the teacher.
Example: Teacher: "77923 mip"
Students repeat: "m77923 TRip"
Teacher goes on to say: "721m3 nip"...
The teacher should also use hand motions to illustrate the meaning of the sentence.
Through this, the students learn to explain the noun in an intuitive way.
